I would like to take this opportunity to bring two items to your attention.  
First -- Jefferson County Sheriff’s Office is now making reverse 911 available to cell phones for residents in unincorporated Jefferson County.  While traditional land lines are automatically connected to reverse 911, you need to sign up cell phones.  Reverse 911 is used to alert residents of a potential safety issue or emergency, such as a fire evacuation, dangerous person or important circumstance in your vicinity.  Please note, if you have your phone blocked for unsolicited callers it can block the reverse 911 from your phone.  To learn more about signing up for reverse 911 on cell phones please check our web site at www.jeffcosheriff.com. 
Second – The reoccurring scam in the Mountain Precinct is back.  The scammer taps into your email address book and sends a blanket email to all your friends.  The email says you are out of the country and have lost all your money, credit cards and passport.  You have made arrangements to travel without a passport but you need your friends to send you traveling money to get back home.  The friends will be reimbursed as soon as you return home.
 If you get one of these emails, check  with your friend by phone.  Let them know about the scam in their name so they can send out an email to their address book warning their friends.  Always be suspicious of any email or phone call asking for money or any response to a web site sale where the purchaser wants to send you more money than you are asking for an item and requesting you send them change.
