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Hi from your Crime Prevention Deputy, Dale Wizieck,

In the interest of Crime Prevention I wanted to make you all aware of this criminal activity in the North Precinct.  I want you to be able to take precautions now in the event these theives migrate to the Mountain Precinct.

I also want to remind you, with autumn right around the corner, our local wildlife will be raiding garbage cans, bird feeders and obtaining food anywhere they can find it in preparation of the upcoming colder weather.  While hand feeding wild animals may make a cute picture there are dangers that accompany such practices.  A person can be accidentally bitten or attacked.  As of August 1st this year there have been 57 confirmed cases of rabies in wild animals in Colorado.  Not only is it illegal to feed wildlife (other than birds) subject to a 50.00 fine per charge, but there are other consequences.  Folks who leave a bowl of dog food outside for their pet to enjoy while they are at work can bring in fox, coyotes, bobcat, racoons, bears and skunks.  All of these animals can attack your dog who will defend their food.  Feeding birds results in seed on the ground which attracts deer which sometimes invites cougars into the area to feed on the deer.  Sometimes they find a family pet an easier target.  The Sheriff's Office wants everyone to safely enjoy our local wildlife without placing yourself in danger.  Any questions or requests for presentation on any Crime Prevention topics, Home or Personal Safety issues or any law enforcement oriented issues please contact me.

The Sheriff's Office has investigated a few reports of mail theft in far north Jeffco. Please be watchful for evidence of similar crimes and report any suspicious activity to the Sheriff's Office immediately. 

 

Take precautions to prevent further crimes. We recommend:

· Take your outgoing mail directly to the post office.

· Check your credit card and bank account statements regularly.

· Request and review your credit report each year. 

· Close all extraneous or unused credit card accounts and bank accounts. Keep only those accounts which you regularly use. 

· Contact your creditor or service provider if expected bills do not arrive on time in the mail.

· Protect your mail from theft. Opt for replacing your old mailbox with a locking mailbox. 

Mail theft is often followed by identity theft.  If you are (or believe that you are) a victim of mail theft, you should do the following.

· Report the incident to the Sheriff's Office.

· Report the incident to the Postal Inspector.

· Report the theft to your banks and credit card companies.

· Check your credit.  You are allowed a free credit report each year from each of the major credit reporting companies.
